Yellowstone Soil Conservation District in cooperation

with High Country RC&D, Fall River Electric and

Bonneville Power Administration have partnered in a

program to help producers receive Ag Energy Audits
to determine energy efficiency on irrigation systems.
To date there has been 80 field analysis's completed.
This has resulted in 13 producers completing

implementation of energy savings projects to save an

estimated 697,587 (KwH.) Included were two shop
lighting projects.

The Yellowstone Soil Conservation District enjoys
providing education opportunities to area schools.
Participation in field trips focusing on the Henry's
Fork of the Snake River included all the second
graders in Fremont County. The 200 children and
their teachers were very grateful for the working
field trips. Grant money provided by the Idaho Soil
Commission allowed for fuel for the buses for the
financially strapped school district.
