General Information: The Weiser River Soil and
Water Conservation District was organized in 1941.
Originally the Weiser River SCD included only the
area in Washington County drained by the Weiser
River. In 1971 the remaining area was annexed into
the district.

development and productive use of soil, water
and related resources.

e Act as a catalyst to bring people and programs
together.

e Bring about a quality way of life, a quality
resource base, and a quality environment.

FY 2013 Accomplishments:
e Cove Creek Wetland Project:
0 Survey completed.
0 Fencing construction in progress.
0 Pond construction starting Fall 2014.

e Currently working with Weiser Irrigation District
to install wetlands in strategic areas on the
Weiser Flat Wetland Project.

e Over the last 10 years, the Weiser River District
has had a total reduction load of 8.47 tons of
Phosphorus, 3,797 tons of sediment and 29.03
tons of Nitrogen.

Weiser River District FY 2014 Unmet Needs:
The following are unmet needs submitted to the
Commission at the FY 2013 budget hearing:

e Cove Creek Wetland Project-Water sampling
and monitoring-$2,000.

e Weiser River Stream Bank Stabilization-Stabilize
the stream bank on the Weiser River near the
confluence of the Weiser River and the Little
Weiser River-$115,000.00.
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o City of Weiser Drinking Water Project-Stabilize
the Weiser River Banks across from the City of
Weiser Drinking Water Inlet valve to decrease
the sediment bar near the inlet-$200,000.00.
